I / you / he / she / we / ye / they had to 

f. Caithfidh mé dul abhaile. I have to go home. 
 

4. Tháinig siad anuas dá rothair. They came down off their bicycles. 
a. an rothar / na rothair the bicycle / the bicycles 
b. Tháinig mé anuas de mo rothar. I came down off my bicycle. 

 

5. Lig Dónall béic as a chuir eagla ar an 
ngabhar. 

Daniel let out a yelp that frightened the 
goat. 

a. Lig sí béic aisti. She let out a yell. 
b. Tá eagla orm. I’m afraid. 
c. Tá eagla ar an ngabhar. The goat’s afraid. 
d. Chuir sé eagla ar an ngabhar. He frightened the goat (put fear on it). 
e. D’ól mé deoch a chuir tuirse orm. I drank a drink that made me tired. 

 

6. Phreab sé thar an gclaí. It jumped over the wall. 
a. Phreab sé thar an mbord. It jumped over the table. 
b. Phreab sé thar bhord. It jumped over a table. 
c. Phreab sé tharam. It jumped over me. 
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7. D’imigh sé leis ar cos in airde. It went off with flying feet. 
a. d’imigh sé he left 
b. d’imigh sé leis he went off 

 

8. Thosaigh na buachaillí ag gáire. The boys began to laugh. 
a. Thosaigh siad ag rith. They began running. 
b. Thosaigh mé an dinnéar a ithe. I began to eat dinner. 
c. Thosaigh mé é a dhéanamh. I began to do it. 

 

9. Bhí an ghrian ag bun na spéire. The sun was on the horizon. 
a. an spéir / na spéire / bun na spéire the sky / of the sky / base of the sky 

 

10. Lean na buachaillí orthu go tapaidh. The boys continued on hurriedly. 
a. lean na buachaillí the boys continued 
b. lean na buachaillí orthu the boys continued on 

 

11. Níorbh fhada gur shroich siad an 
baile. 

It wasn’t long until they reached home. 

a. Níorbh fhada gur ith siad an tseacláid. It wasn’t long until they ate the chocolate. 
b. Níorbh fhada gur tháinig sé ar ais. It wasn’t long until he came back. 
c. Níorbh fhada go raibh sé ar ais. It wasn’t long until he was back. 

 

12. Dónall: Bhí lá iontach againn, a 
Ghearóid. 

Daniel: We had a wonderful day, 
Gerald. 

 

13. Gearóid: Bhí, go deimhin.  Ní 
dhéanfaidh mise dearmad ar an 
ngabhar sin go deo. 

Gerald: We did, indeed.  I’ll never 
forget that goat. 

a. Rinne mé dearmad air. I forgot it 
b. Ní dhearna mé dearmad air. I didn’t forgot it 
c. Déanfaidh tú dearmad air. You’ll forget it. 
d. Ní dhéanfaidh tú dearmad air. You won’t forget it. 
e. Ná déan dearmad air! Don’t forget it! 
f. Ná déan dearmad ar do chóta! Don’t forget your coat! 

 

14. Dónall: Ná mise, ach oiread. Nor I, either. 
 

15. Gearóid: Oíche mhaith agat, a 
Dhónaill. 

Gerald: Good night, Daniel. 

 

16. Dónall: Oíche mhaith agatsa, a 
Ghearóid. 

Daniel: Good night, Gerald.

Q12. An bhfuil rothar agat? Do you have a bicycle?
